Now in Jerusalem there was a man 
named Simeon. He was an upright and 
devout man; he looked forward to 
Israel’s comforting and the Holy Spirit  
rested on him. It had been revealed to 
him by the Holy Spirit that he would 
not see death until he had set eyes on 
the Christ of the Lord. Prompted by 
the Spirit he came to the Temple and 
when the parents brought in the child 
Jesus to do for him what the Law 
required, he took him into his arms 
and blessed God; and he said:

‘Now, Master, you can let your 
servant go in peace, just as you 
promised; because my eyes have 
seen the salvation which you have 
prepared for all the nations to see,
a light to enlighten the pagans and 
the glory of your people Israel.’

As the child’s father and mother stood 
there wondering at the things that 
were being said about him, Simeon 
blessed them and said to Mary his 
mother, ‘You see this child: he is 
destined for the fall and for the rising 
of many in Israel, destined to be a sign 
that is rejected – and a sword will 
pierce your own soul too – so that the 
secret thoughts of many may be laid 
bare.’

There was a prophetess also, Anna the 
daughter of Phanuel, of the tribe of 
Asher. She was well on in years. Her 
days of girlhood over, she had been 
married for seven years before 
becoming a widow. She was now 
eighty-four years old and never left 
the Temple, serving God night and 
day with fasting and prayer. She came 
by just at that moment and began to 
praise God; and she spoke of the child 
to all who looked forward to the 
deliverance of Jerusalem.

When they had done everything the 
Law of the Lord required, they went 
back to Galilee, to their own town of 
Nazareth. Meanwhile the child grew 
to maturity, and he was filled with 
wisdom; and God’s favour was with 
him.

 

MARY’S YES: HUMILITY AND 
SORROW AT THE TEMPLE

At the Presentation of the Lord, Mary 
showed her obedience to God’s law. 

Although she was the Mother of God, 
she did not seek special treatment. 
The law required a sacrifice, and 
Mary humbly followed this rule, 
bringing two doves to the Temple. Her 
actions show her deep humility and 
her willingness to submit to God’s 
will in all things. Mary lived her life 
in obedience, even when she could 
have claimed a unique exception as 
the mother of the Messiah.
When Simeon saw Jesus, he spoke of 
the joy and the challenges ahead. He 
called Jesus a “sign of contradiction” 
and warned that many would oppose 
Him. Then he turned to Mary and said 
a “sword will pierce your own soul.” 
This was a prophecy of Mary’s future 
sorrow as she shared in her Son’s 
suffering. This moment earned Mary 
the title “Our Lady of Sorrows.” 
Simeon’s words prepared her for the 
pain she would feel as she watched 
Jesus’ life unfold, especially at the 
cross.
Mary’s humility and submission at the 
Presentation of the Lord serve as a 
powerful example for Catholics today. 
Mary did not always understand what 
God was asking of her, but she said 
“yes” without hesitation. She trusted 
God’s plan even when it meant 
difficulty or pain. In this way, Mary 
shows us how to surrender to God’s 
will with faith. Catholics can look to 
her example in their own struggles, 
learning to say “yes” to God in their
