BLESSED ARE THE
MERCIFUL

It seems to me that through my son’s
growing-up years, I have felt every
slight pain, misunderstanding,
rejection, etc., that he has
experienced. He never walked to the
same drummer and never dreamed
the same dreams as his peers. To this
day, he hears his own drumbeat, and
for being different he has suffered,
mostly unjustly. (Lots of joys in life
too, not to overstate here). In today’s
gospel Jesus is on the cross, certainly
unjustly, and still the crowds mock
him. The leaders have no pity and
even one of the thieves hanging
beside him is jeering at him. The
other one, though, understands that
Jesus is innocent and did not deserve
the punishment of the cross. Jesus

said to him, “Today you will be with
me in paradise”.

Mercy ... Mercy is the other hand of
compassion. We feel for another and
we are drawn to take their part. We
really and deeply care - as the good
thief did for Jesus. “Blessed are the
merciful,” Jesus said to the crowd,
“for they shall obtain mercy,” again
as the good thief did. Ponder the
virtue of mercy today and try to
extend it to anyone around you who
is suffering or in need.

On this Palm Sunday, Jesus, you are
greeted by the crowd with songs of
Jjoy. May I too greet you with love and
praise. The crowd that cheered you,
however, turned against you on Good
Friday. May I be your loyal follower
in good times and in bad. Hosanna,
Jesus, I offer praise to you, may |
give you joy in all that I do today and
during this Holy Week. Have mercy
on me when I fall. Amen.

The soldiers mocked him too and
when they approached to offer him
vinegar they said, ‘if you are the
king of the Jews, save yourself,’
Above him there was an inscription:
“This is the King of the Jews.’

One of the criminals hanging there
abused him. ‘Are you not the
Christ?’ he said. ‘Save yourself and
us as well,” But the other spoke up
and rebuked him. ‘Have you no fear
of God at all?’ he said. ‘You got the
same sentence as he did, but in our
case we deserved it; we are paying
for what we did. But this man has
done no wrong. Jesus,” he said,
‘remember me when you come into
your kingdom.” ‘Indeed, I promise
you,” he replied, ‘today you will be
with me in paradise.’

It was now the sixth hour and, with
the sun eclipsed, a darkness came
over the whole land until the ninth
hour. The veil of the Temple was
torn right down the middle; and
when Jesus had cried out in a loud
voice, he said, ‘Father, into your
hands I commit my spirit.” With
these words he breathed his last.

DID YOU KNOW?

o The institution of the Eucharist at
the Last Supper is reported in the
gospels of Matthew, Mark and Luke
but not in John. In John (6:1-15),
the setting is the multiplication
miracle of the loaves. Instead, in
John’s Gospel, Jesus washed the
feet of his disciples at the Last
Supper (13:1-11) in an act of
service.

« All four gospels report the trials of
Jesus before the Sanhedrin or
governing council of the Jews and
before Pilate, but only Luke tells of
Jesus being sent to Herod.

o Luke’s Gospel emphasises the
mercy and forgiveness of the Lord
towards those who repent. Even on
the cross, Jesus continues in this. He
assures the repentant thief of his
place in paradise. This incident is
only reported in Luke’s Gospel.

e Jesus is crucified at Calvary, a
Latin translation of the Semitic
word Golgotha, which means
‘skull’.

EXPLORING THE WORD
So much of what is at the heart of
Christianity is present in today’s long
gospel reading:

o The institution of the Lord’s
Supper: ‘This is my body which
will be given for you; do this in
memorial of me... This is the cup
of the new covenant in my blood
which will be poured out for you’.
It is in the Eucharist that we find
the source and summit of our faith.
Explore what that means.

e The ministry of service: ‘I am
among you as one who serves.’ The
church and all its members are at
the service of the world.

o Peter’s denials: like Peter, we so
often fail, but we too can repent
and reorient our lives.

« The centrality of the cross reveals
that God, in Jesus, entered into
human suffering and death and
overcame the darkness. This death
revealed for all time that God is in
solidarity with all the pain of
human beings, and that nothing can
separate us from the love of God.
