BACKGROUND ON THE
GOSPEL READING

In the Church's liturgical history, the
wedding feast of Cana is closely
associated with the baptism of the
Lord and the adoration of the infant
Jesus by the Wise Men. In this
context, the sign Jesus performs at
the wedding feast is celebrated as an
epiphany or a manifestation of Jesus
divinity.
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Yet awareness of Jesus' impending
passion and death is ever present in
John's Gospel. Even in this report of
Jesus' first sign, the language used
anticipates Jesus' passion. When
Jesus says to his mother that his hour
has not yet come, he protests against
her wishes in language that John will
use again when reporting Jesus' Last
Supper with his disciples. When
introducing the story of Jesus
washing his disciples' feet, John
writes that Jesus knew that his hour
had come. In John's Gospel, Jesus is
very much in command and aware of
all that is to happen to him.

Here, as elsewhere in John's Gospel,
Mary is not mentioned by name, but
is referred to instead as the mother of
Jesus. Mary is influential in Jesus'
first sign. She will also be present at
his Crucifixion, a witness to the final
manifestation of his divinity.

John's Gospel describes seven signs
that indicate Jesus' identity to his
disciples. John never speaks of these
signs as miracles because their
importance is not in the deed that
Jesus performs but in what these
deeds indicate about Jesus' identity.
Here, as when John describes the
other signs, the disciples are said to

made as to whether the other
wedding guests are even aware of
what has happened.

Marriage and wedding feasts are
metaphors used in Scripture to
describe God's salvation and the
Kingdom of God. Here at the
beginning of Jesus' public ministry,
John's Gospel seeks to establish that
Jesus is going to re-interpret and
fulfill Yahweh's promise to Israel.
Jesus establishes the New Covenant.
A hint about what this New Covenant
will be like is made evident in the
deed that Jesus performs. Asked to do
something to address the awkward
situation that the absence of wine at a
wedding feast would create, Jesus'
miracle produces vast quantities of
wine—six jars holding thirty gallons
each are filled to overflowing with
choice wine.

standing there, meant for the
ablutions that are customary among
the Jews: each could hold twenty or
thirty gallons. Jesus said to the
servants, ‘Fill the jars with water’,
and they filled them to the brim.
‘Draw some out now’ he told them
‘and take it to the steward.” They did
this; the steward tasted the water,
and it had turned into wine. Having
no idea where it came from — only
the servants who had drawn the
water knew — the steward called the
bridegroom and said; ‘People
generally serve the best wine first,
and keep the cheaper sort till the
guests have had plenty to drink; but
you have kept the best wine till
now.’

This was the first of the signs given
by Jesus: it was given at Cana in
Galilee. He let his glory be seen, and
his disciples believed in him.

EXPLORING THE WORD
In the Gospel of John, this is the first
public act of Jesus and it is the
woman, his mother, who initiates
this first display of his divine origins
when he ‘let his glory be seen’. Her
total trust that he will respond to her
observation helps to explain why we
look to Mary as a model of faith and
discipleship. Jesus takes the symbol
of the old rituals of Israel - the water
for ritual cleanliness - and
transforms it into something new.
This is a recurring motif in John.

Another recurring theme is that of
‘the hour’ of Jesus. In John’s gospel,
the ‘hour’ will not be finally fulfilled
until the supreme moment when
Jesus shows the fullness of his love
for both his Father and for all
people; the moment when he is
‘lifted up’ on the cross. This story is
about much more than the
performance of a miracle at a
wedding feast. In the performance of
this sign, Jesus reveals something of
the power and glory of God
operating in and through him, and it
is this revelation of the glory of God

that has a transformative effect on
his disciples, so that they come to
believe in him. The miracle at Cana
announces the richness of the gifts
of God that Jesus has come to
dispense, and for the disciples and
for all who come to believe in Jesus,
this is a life-changing event.

DID YOU KNOW?

« Ritual cleanliness was very
important to the Jewish people. It
was the custom to wash
thoroughly before eating or
drinking, after coming in from the
marketplace or the road, in case a
person had come into contact with
someone or something that may
have rendered them ‘unclean’.

« In John’s gospel, Jesus performs
only seven ‘signs’, and each is
designed to reveal something of
who he is. Here he ushers in the
messianic banquet, a symbol of
the Messiah often used in the
Jewish Scriptures.

« This is the third of the
‘manifestations’ of Christ, read in
succession over the last three
weeks.
