Your 
descendants shall gain possession of 
the gates of their enemies. All the 
nations of the earth shall bless 
themselves by your descendants, as a 
reward for your obedience.’

LENT – 2018
The season of Lent is a penitential 
season of prayer, penance and 
reaching out to others. In this way the 
whole Church prepares for the 
celebration of Easter with those who 
are to be Baptised.   
Project Compassion is a practical 
means of enabling us to reach out in 
generosity to those in need.  This year 
Caritas Australia is supporting the 
promotion of many food programs 
throughout the world where the risk of 
starvation is high.  Please take a 
Project Compassion Box or a Set of 
Envelopes from the Church and return 
it on Palm Sunday.

What is Fasting and Abstaining?
Fasting is for Catholics between the 
ages of 18 and 60 years, unless they 
have particular health requirements 
or are sick. Fasting is to have perhaps 
one meal for the day or to have two 
smaller meals that equal one meal 
(with no snacks).  Remember to drink 
lots of water! Fasting is about being 
more alert. It helps us to heighten our 
senses and consciousness (as the 
monks in the desert discovered 
centuries ago), to aid our prayer, and 
to name our deeper desires so that we 
can be ready to listen to God more 
openly.
Abstinence is for Catholics between 
the ages of 14 and 60 years, unless 
they have particular health require-
ments or are sick. We are to abstain 
from meat only on Ash Wednesday 
and on Good Friday. Some people 
choose to do this every Friday of 
Lent – but this is not required by the 
Church!

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same three who will witness his 
agony on the Mount of Olives on 
the night before he died. 

• Jesus is joined by Elijah and Moses 
in this episode. They represent the 
Prophets and the Law, major 
sections of the Hebrew Scriptures. 

EXPLORING THE WORD
In the biblical tradition a mountain is 
often used to situate close encounters 
between God and his people. In this 
text, Jesus’ appearance takes on the 
imagery of the divine. Those who 
join Jesus are significant: Moses was 
the receiver of the Law and Elijah 
was the first prophet. Here the Law 
and the Prophets, the fullness of 
Scripture, meet Jesus transfigured. 
Understandably, the disciples are 
terrified and Peter suggests they build 
three tents. This would allow them to 
remain on the mountain and contem-
plate the face of God. But this is to 
misunderstand the true call of the 
disciple. Gazing heavenwards is not 
enough - the disciple must also listen 
and act. The mystery of this response 
will only become clear when placed 
in the context of the death and 
resurrection of Jesus. There can be no 
sidestepping of the cross and its 
invitation to all who are followers of 
Jesus that they too must lose them-
selves for the sake of others.

GOSPEL
Mark 9:2-10
Jesus took with him Peter and James 
and John and led them up a high 
mountain where they could be alone 
by themselves. There in their 
presence he was transfigured: his 
clothes became dazzlingly white, 
whiter than any earthly bleacher 
could make them. Elijah appeared to 
them with Moses; and they were 
talking with Jesus. Then Peter spoke 
to Jesus: ‘Rabbi,’ he said ‘it is 
wonderful for us to be here; so let us 
make three tents, one for you, one 
for Moses and one for Elijah.’ He 
did not know what to say; they were 
so frightened. And a cloud came, 
covering them in shadow; and there 
came a voice from the cloud, ‘This is 
my Son, the Beloved. Listen to 
him.’ Then suddenly, when they 
looked round, they saw no one with 
them any more but only Jesus.
  

As they came down from the 
mountain he warned them to tell no 
one what they had seen, until after 
the Son of Man had risen from the 
dead. They observed the warning 
faithfully, though among themselves 
they discussed what ‘rising from the 
dead’ could mean.
 

DID YOU KNOW?
• This event in the life of Jesus is 

known as the Transfiguration. It is 
traditionally associated with Mt 
Tabor near Nazareth in Galilee.
 

• The words of the voice from the 
cloud echo the words from heaven 
at Jesus’ baptism, ‘You are my son, 
the beloved, my favour rests on 
you’ (Mk 1:11). 

• The three disciples who witness 
Jesus’ glory in this episode are the
