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IS GOD FAIR?
I have an employee who drives me 
really crazy. He does nothing I ask 
him to do; is always late, leaves early, 
takes endless breaks, follows my 
directions only when it suits him. 
Most of the time he does just what he 
wants to do and is completely 
ungovernable.
 

Why don’t I just fire this guy? 
Because, although he does nothing 
that I ask him to do, he does 
everything well. He does what needs 
to be done, and sometimes more than 
I would every expect of anyone. 
Though I tear my hair out about his 
blatant disrespect for my wishes, I 
have to admit he’s the best I’ve ever 
seen. He’s like the first son in the 
parable: he says No but does Yes.
 

Lots of people say No but do Yes in 
the reign of God. They don’t go to 
church, baptise their babies, or live 
by the Book in the way we would 
like. They don’t seem to worship the 
same God we do, or any God at all. 
Yet God has a very different abacus 
than ours, and the tally may come out  
better for them than for faithful 
churchgoers who live by the Book 
but have no love in their hearts. Is 
this fair? Not while we are pushing 
the beads, perhaps. But God doesn’t 
stoop so low as fairness, and all kinds 
of unlikely people are making their 
way toward the Kingdom. 
 

Are you more like the first or second 
son in the parable? Can you forgive 
the other son? 
 

Conquer judgmentalism! Whenever 
the little judge pops up in your mind 
and condemns a fellow traveller, 
retire it promptly. Watch out for the 
way the little judge accuses YOU. 
Show mercy to all, including 
yourself. “Don’t be obsessed with 
getting your own advantage. Forget 
yourselves long enough to lend a 
helping hand”.               GPBS eNews

FAIR GAME
When I taught high school, I spent a 
number of years coaching a soccer 
team. Then I became a soccer referee. 
That was back when I could still run 
up and down a field for an hour 
blowing a whistle.
 

What I liked about the game of soccer 
and especially about “reffing” was 
that no arguing with the referee was 
tolerated. If you tried it, the ref would 
give you a “yellow card,” holding it 
up to your face without speaking a 
word. It was your only warning. Do it 
again and he would “red card” you, 
kicking you out of the game if you 
were a player or off the field if you 
were the coach. It was the ref’s way 
only. It taught players patience. It 
taught them to concentrate on the 
game and not to blame those 
officiating for their problems. It taught 
us all to keep our mouths shut. 
Consequently, when I became a 
referee, I took the responsibility to be 
fair and accurate seriously.
 

Scripture reminds us that God is just 
and forgiving. But our actions and our 
choices make a difference. We can 
argue all that we want and say what 
we think needs to be said as we 
compare ourselves with others. But it 
is to no avail. God judges us by God’s 
standards and not by our perceptions.

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opinion? A man had two sons. He 
went and said to the first, “My boy, 
you go and work in the vineyard 
today.” He answered, “I will not go,” 
but afterwards thought better of it and 
went. The man then went and said the 
same thing to the second who 
answered, “Certainly, sir,” but did not 
go. Which of the two did the father’s 
will?’ ‘The first’ they said. Jesus said 
to them, ‘I tell you solemnly, tax 
collectors and prostitutes are making 
their way into the kingdom of God 
before you. For John came to you, a 
pattern of true righteousness, but you 
did not believe him, and yet the tax 
collectors and prostitutes did. Even 
after seeing that, you refused to think 
better of it and believe in him.’

DID YOU KNOW?
• The ‘chief priests and elders’ are the 

leaders of the Jewish religious 
community. They were the ones 
with training and were learned in 
the Scriptures. They should have 
known and recognised what is from 
God but they are like the son who 
says ‘yes’ and fails to carry out 
God’s will. 

• Prostitutes and tax collectors are 
often bracketed together because 
both were considered ‘sinners’: 
prostitutes for their sexual 
behaviour and tax collectors 
because they cooperated with the 
Roman authorities and cheated their  
own people. 

 
EXPLORING THE WORD

A great deal has happened since last 
week’s gospel reading in the 
lectionary. Jesus is now in Jerusalem. 
He has entered the city (Mt 21:1–11) 
and has taken possession of the 
Temple, driving out those who corrupt  
his Father’s house (Mt 21:12– 17). 
The crisis point of Jesus’ ministry has 
arrived and he will enter into conflict 
with the established religious 
authorities. 

The point of this text is that it is not 
the ‘conventionally religious’, who 
mouth all the right words and go 
through the rituals, who will enter the 
kingdom. Instead it is the ones who, 
by their actions, carry out God’s will 
and so will become the sons and 

daughters of God. John the Baptist, 
like Jesus himself, not only preached 
righteousness, he lived it. Jesus 
describes him as ‘a pattern of true 
righteousness’ (Mt 21:32) and it was 
the broken people, the tax collectors 
and prostitutes, who accepted what he 
had to bring. They believed in him, 
repented and experienced a change of 
heart and life. 

LIVING THE WORD
• Words are one thing, but deeds are 

another. In the long run it is deeds 
which count more. ‘Actions speak 
louder than words’. More 
importantly, this little story tells us 
that change is possible, even after a 
negative decision. We have the 
ability to have second thoughts and 
respond generously; we can decide 
to do the right thing. At times, it is 
those who are not expected to do 
the right thing that surprise us! 

• Who are the people in your life who 
inspire you because of the 
consistency of their vision and 
action? 

• Sometimes it is the simple people 
who inspire us the most. How might  
you emulate their approach? Are 
there ways you can be an inspiration  
for others? Are there ways you can 
publicly witness to saying ‘yes’ or 
acting for justice this week?
