INTERNATIONAL
DAY OF DEMOCARACY
September 15"

The International Day of Democracy
is celebrated on this day each year. It
was first established by the United
Nations in 2007 and is a UN Day of
Observation. The purpose of the day
is to observe and assess the state of
democracy around the world and
promote democratic principles, such
as human rights laws and freedom of
speech.

The International Day of Democracy
is an important event because it raises
awareness for the need for democracy
and explores issues across the world
involving equality, human rights, and
conflict. This event highlights the
need for collective participation in
democracy and democratic beliefs. It
encourages and motivates people to
work together and stand up for their
rights and the need for fair and
representative governments.

Members of the UN must practise as
fair democratic countries in order to
ensure people have a voice and human
rights as set out by the UN. A lack of
democracy can lead to a lack of rights
or a voice, and this impacts human
rights as set out by the UN.

GETTING IT DOWN TO
THE ESSENTIALS

Sometime after his 70th birthday,
Morris West wrote an autobiography
which he entitled, A View from the
Ridge. In it, West attests when you get
to be 75 years old, your vocabulary
should be pretty simple. You only
need to have two words left: “Thank
you!” Gratitude is the real mark of
genuine maturity, of spiritual health.

For West, gratitude wasn’t easy to
come by. He had his share of hurts
and rejections; not least by the church
which he loved. As his story
highlights, gratitude is predicated on
forgiveness, on letting go of hurts, on
not letting the past bitterly color the
present. To be grateful is to be
forgiving.

We all have deep hurts. Nobody
comes to adulthood, let alone to old
age, without being deeply hurt. Alice
Miller, the renowned psychologist,

“I hate bothering you, but my wife
wants to know if she passed
her driver’s test.”
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puts it this way: All of us, from the
time that we are infants in the cradle
until we are self-possessed enough to
write an autobiography like Morris
West’s, are not adequately loved, not
adequately cared for, not adequately
recognized, not adequately valued,
and not adequately honored.
Moreover, all of us also suffer
positively some rejection and abuse.
None of us is spared life’s unfairness.

So, what can we do about this,
beyond first admitting that we do
nurse a grudge against life? Miller
suggests the most important task of
mid-life and beyond is that of
grieving. We need, she says, to cry
until the foundations of our life are
shaken. At a certain point in our lives
the question is no longer: “Am I
hurt?”. Rather it’s: “What is my hurt
and how can I move beyond it?”

There is only one ultimate imperative
in life: Before we die, we need to
forgive. We need to forgive those
who hurt us, to forgive ourselves for
not being any better than those who
hurt us, to forgive life itself for some
of the things that it dealt us, and, not
least, to forgive God for the fact that

life is unfair, so as not to die with a
bitter and angry heart.

Gratitude is the fruit of that struggle.

PAPAL ADVISER OUTLINES
JUBILEE YEAR PLANS
A key papal adviser on Jubilee 2025
says he would welcome Australian
dioceses marking the year in a variety
of ways.

Archbishop Rino Fisichella also had
the global picture in mind when he
revealed to a group of media
professionals in Rome that the World
Bank had offered to hold talks with
the Vatican about ways in which debt
in some of the poorest countries could
be forgiven in 2025.

The key features of the Holy Year will
be a calendar of 35 “great events” and
the opening of the Holy Door by Pope
Francis to officially mark the start of
the year.

Pilgrims to Rome will be able to enter
the holy doors of a small number of
Roman basilicas, recalling the passage
from John 10.9: “I am the gate.
Whoever enters through me will be
saved, and will come in and go out

and find pasture.”

Asked whether Australian dioceses
could contribute to the Jubilee, he
said each bishop had received
information about the Jubilee.
They could consider using the
various Jubilee “great events” as
opportunities to engage especially
with young people and the poor.

The theme of the Jubilee is
“Pilgrims of Hope”.

put to death, and after three days to
rise again; and he said all this quite
openly. Then, taking him aside, Peter
started to remonstrate with him. But,
turning and seeing his disciples, he
rebuked Peter and said to him, ‘Get
behind me, Satan! Because the way
you think is not God’s way but man’s.’

He called the people and his disciples
to him and said, ‘If anyone wants to
be a follower of mine, let him
renounce himself and take up his cross
and follow me. For anyone who wants
to save his life will lose it; but anyone
who loses his life for my sake, and for
the sake of the gospel, will save it.’

Then a little
booklet in the magazine rack caught
her eye. Nestled between “Amazing
Astrology” and “Celebrity Diet
Secrets” was “Bible for Busy Mums.”
She took it out and flipped it open to
where Jesus talked about taking up the
cross. It occurred to her that one of
life’s little crosses was being offered
to her right then and there. She
changed her mind, offered up a kindly
prayer for the old couple, and dropped
the little booklet into her basket.

KIDS’ CORNER
