FIRST READING

Exodus 3:1-8,13-15

Moses was looking after the flock of
Jethro, his father-in-law priest of
Midian. He led his flock to the far
side of the wilderness and came to
Horeb, the mountain of God. There
the angel of the Lord appeared to him
in the shape of a flame of fire, coming
from the middle of a bush. Moses
looked; there was the bush blazing
but it was not being burnt up. ‘I must
go and look at this strange sight,’
Moses said, ‘and see why the bush is
not burnt.” Now the Lord saw him go
forward to look, and God called to
him from the middle of the bush.
‘Moses, Moses!” he said. ‘Here I am,’
he answered. ‘Come no nearer,” he
said. ‘Take off your shoes, for the
place on which you stand is holy
ground. I am the God of your father,’
he said, ‘the God of Abraham, the
God of Isaac and the God of Jacob.’
At this Moses covered his face, afraid
to look at God.

And the Lord said, ‘I have seen the

miserable state of my people in Egypt.
I have heard their appeal to be free of
their slave-drivers. Yes, I am well
aware of their sufferings. I mean to
deliver them out of the hands of the
Egyptians and bring them up out of
that land to a land rich and broad, a
land where milk and honey flow.

Then Moses said to God, ‘I am to go,
then, to the sons of Israel and say to
them, “The God of your fathers has
sent me to you.” But if they ask me
what his name is, what am I to tell
them?’ And God said to Moses, ‘I Am
who I Am. This’ he added ‘is what
you must say to the sons of Israel:
“The Lord, the God of your fathers,
the God of Abraham, the God of
Isaac, and the God of Jacob, has sent
me to you.” This is my name for all
time; by this name I shall be invoked
for all generations to come.’

JUST ANOTHER DAY AT
THE EASTER EGG FARM.
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THE PASSION AND THE CROSS
Many years ago, my sister, Helen, an
Ursuline nun, died of cancer.

Helen loved her vocation and was
much loved within it. For most of the
thirty years she was in religious life,
she served as a den-mother to
hundreds of young women who
attended an academy run by her
order. She loved those young women
and was for them a mother, an older
sister, and a mentor.

After our own mother died, she also
served in that same capacity for our
family, organizing us and keeping us
together. Through all those years she
was the active-one, the consummate-
doer, the one that others expected to
take charge. She loved doing things
for others.

Nine months before she died, cancer
struck her brutally and she spent the
last months of her life bed ridden.
Now things needed to be done for her
and to her. Doctors, nurses, her sisters
in community, and others, took turns
taking care of her. Like Jesus from
the time of his arrest until the
moment of his death, her body too
was humiliated, led around by others,
stripped, prodded, and stared at by
curious passers-by. Indeed, like Jesus,
she died thirsty, with a sponge held to
her lips by someone else.

This was her passion. The one who
had spent so many years doing things

for others, now had to submit to
having things done to her. Like Jesus,
she was able in that period of her life,
when she was helpless and no longer
in charge, to give life and meaning to
others in a deeper way than she could
when she was active and doing so
many things for others.

There’s great lesson in this, not the
least of which is how we view the
terminally ill, the severely
handicapped, and the sick. There’s a
lesson too on how we might
understand ourselves when we are ill,
helpless, and in need of care from
others.

The cross teaches us that we, like
Jesus, give as much to others in our
passivity as in our activities. When we
are no longer in charge, beaten down
by whatever, humiliated, suffering,
and unable even to make ourselves
understood by our loved ones, we are
undergoing our passion and, like Jesus
in his passion, have in that the
opportunity to give our love and
ourselves to others in a very deep way.

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PRAYING THE

STATIONS

OF THE CROSS

Known as Via

Crucis in Latin,

this form of prayer

commemorates the

journey Jesus made to

Calvary, and the various steps he

made in that journey. Fourteen

“stations” are featured in total.

Each station usually begins with a
verse by someone leading the prayer.
The group responds in unison. Short
words of meditation then lead into a
shared prayer, recited by all. Those
gathered process around the Church,
stopping at the artwork depicting each
step in Jesus’ path to the cross.

Stations of the Cross have a rich
history within the Church.

In the Willunga Parish, Stations of the
Cross will be held at Mary of Galilee
Church, Aldinga on Good Friday (15
April) at 9.30am. All most welcome.
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COMPLIANCE WITH
COVID-19 REGULATIONS

» As of March 12 there are no density
limits for places of worship.
Churches may return to full
capacity.

« Wearing of masks is mandatory.

« Collection plates will not be passed
around.

« Holy Water is not available at the
doors of churches.

« Sick and high risk/vulnerable
people should be encouraged not to
attend.

SECOND READING
1 Corinthians 10:1-6, 10-12
I want to remind you, brothers, how our
fathers were all guided by a cloud
above them and how they all passed
through the sea. They were all baptised
into Moses in this cloud and in this sea;
all ate the same spiritual food and all
drank the same spiritual drink, since
they all drank from the spiritual rock
that followed them as they went, and
that rock was Christ.
In spite of this, most of them failed to
please God and their corpses littered the
desert.

These things all happened as warnings
for us, not to have the wicked lusts for
forbidden things that they had. You
must never complain: some of them
did, and they were killed by the
Destroyer.

All this happened to them as a warning,
and it was written down to be a lesson
for us who are living at the end of the
age. The man who thinks he is safe
must be careful that he does not fall.

Luke 13:1-9

Some people arrived and told Jesus
about the Galileans whose blood Pilate
had mingled with that of their
sacrifices. At this he said to them, ‘Do
you suppose these Galileans who
suffered like that were greater sinners
than any other Galileans? They were
not, I tell you. No; but unless you
repent you will all perish as they did.
Or those eighteen on whom the tower at
Siloam fell and killed them? Do you
suppose that they were more guilty than
all the other people living in Jerusalem?
They were not, I tell you. No; but
unless you repent you will all perish as
they did.’

He told this parable: ‘A man had a fig
tree planted in his vineyard, and he
came looking for fruit on it but found
none. He said to the man who looked
after the vineyard, “Look here, for three
years now I have been coming to look
for fruit on this fig tree and finding
none. Cut it down: why should it be
taking up the ground?” “Sir,” the man

replied “leave it one more year and give
me time to dig round it and manure it: it
may bear fruit next year; if not, then
you can cut it down.””’

CHANCE ENCOUNTERS

Those ubiquitous Post-It notes you use
every day — to make a page, write a
quick note to yourself, or place on a co-
worker’s desk — were a mistake. The 3M
Company was trying to come up with a
new kind of glue mixture and instead
they created a glue that didn’t really
stick. How absurd! Such blunder! ...
What a scathingly brilliant idea! You can
almost hear the creators saying, “Just
give us one more chance. We know his
isn’t quite right. But maybe we can
make it work”.

So, too, Jesus, as our advocate, says to
God, just give this poor soul one more
chance. Yes, there have been mistakes,
but some good may come out of him or
her yet.

Today’s gospel is about second chances.
We all need them — at our jobs, in
families, with friends, in communities.
Who among us is without sin? Not one
of us. What distinguishes one sinner
from another? Jesus tells us it’s the level
of repentance.

Ask for the second, third, fourth chance
you need to be productive and fruitful.
Let people know you are trying. Seek
help. Don’t succumb to despair. See
your mistakes as golden opportunities to
become that much better.
